The Dangerous Dog Act  - ENACTED
Senate Bill 432, sponsored by Senator 
John Grubesic (D-Santa Fe); House 
Bill 400, sponsored by Representative 
Miguel Garcia (D-Albuquerque).  This 
Act aims to protect both people and 
animals from dangerous dog attacks 
by allowing both dangerous and 

potentially dangerous dogs to be identified and 
housing and handling requirements to be imposed 
on their guardians.  The due process guaranteed 
under this law allows for the truly dangerous or 
potentially dangerous dogs to be sifted out from 
those who may just act tough but are not a threat to 
public safety. SB 432 passed the Senate by a 20-15 
vote and the House by a 44-18 vote. HB 400 passed 
the House by a 40-25 vote.  The two House floor votes 
were combined for scoring purposes, giving legisla-
tors points if they voted for the bill at least once.

Scooby’s Law  - ENACTED
Senate Bill 497, sponsored by Senator 
Gerald Ortiz y Pino (D-Albuquerque); 
House Bill 482, sponsored by 

Representative Kathy McCoy (R-Cedar Crest).  Named 
after a Bernalillo golden retriever who died as a 
result of antifreeze poisoning, Scooby’s Law requires 
that antifreeze sold in the state contain denato-
nium benzoate, the bitterest substance known to 
science.  The goal is to deter small children as well as 
animals from ingesting dangerous amounts of toxic 
antifreeze.  Both bills passed both the Senate (33-8, 
33-2) and the House (67-0, 64-1).  The two House and 
two Senate floor votes were combined for scoring 
purposes, giving legislators points if they voted for 
the bill at least once.

BAD BILLS

The following bills would have removed or 
limited protections for animals.  Those who 
voted against them received points in our 
scorecard. (Continued on next page.)

Scoring:  The final score represents the percentage of time that a legisla-
tor voted to protect animals when given the opportunity.  A  3 indicates 
a vote for the animals while a 7 indicates a vote against the animals.  
Legislators who sponsored one of APV’s priority bills received a twenty 
point bonus (   ). Legislators who sponsored one of the anti-animal bills 
scored got twenty points deducted from their final scores (   ).

Absence from a vote—simply not being in the room when the vote took 
place—is indicated by an “A” while an “E” indicates legislators who were 
officially excused from a vote.  Neither are included in a legislator’s final 
score.
