This crucial and 
comprehensive approach cannot be 
conducted by 501(c)(3) organizations 
like Animal Protection of New 
Mexico (APNM). But it can be legally 
accomplished through a 501(c)(4) 
non-profit organization like Animal 
Protection Voters (APV).
